	Financial Operations Systems: SSBG is a block grant so a cost allocation plan is not required. Only eligible activities are charged to the grant. All activities are procured by the designated program through the District's procurement system, and all invoices are certified and paid through the Didtrict Integrated Financial System (DIFS). The District's procurement system maintains an interface with the District's financial system, and all procurement activities and payments are immediately recorded in DIFS.Transactions are monitored and tracked in DIFS, and financial reports are reviewedto monitor expenditures. 
	Mission and Goals: The mission of the D.C. Departmwent of Human Services is to empower every District residentto reach their full potential by providing meaningful connections to work opportunities, economic assistance, and supportive services.
	Public Inspection: The Pre-Expenditure Report and Intended Use Plan will be available on the website of the D.C. Department of Human Services. There will be an email link for comments and a link to correspond with the DHS Director.
	Individuals Served Characteristics: A child is defined as an individual six years of age through twelve years and up to eighteen years of age if the child has a disability and the family is eligible for and requires financial assistance to pay for child care.

An adult is defined as an individual who has reached the age of majority of eighteen years of age under District law as defined in Section 46-101 of the D.C. Code or qualifies as emancipated under District law.

A family is defined as a group of individuals with at least one minor or dependent child regardless of blood relationship, age, or marriage whose history demonstrates that they intend to remain as a family unit or a pregnant woman in her third trimester.

Clients served in the Homelessness Program are individuals who are eighteen years of age or older and families that are threatened with or experiencing homelessness.

Children receiving day care services are from low income families or those with special needs or a child whose family is experiencing homelessness.
	Distribution and Use of Funds: Program planning and budgeting are done a year in advance. The Department of Human Services (hereinafter Agency) determines the programs to be funded based on perceived needs in the community and ongoing and emerging human services requirements. SSBG funds are allocated to services that are focused on meeting the needs of those in the District who are experiencing homelessness or who are in need of assistance to avoid homelessness.

Households receive referrals for housing and services based on their needs, medical vulnerability, mental health, substance use issues, length of homelessness, and other factors. Emergency shelter provides beds on a nightly basis for individual adults who experience homelessness.
	Other Delivery Geographic Area: DHS uses a coordinated system to ensure standardized assessment and access for all individuals and families in the District experiencing homelessness or housing instability. Households receive referrals for housing and services, and emergency shelter provides beds on a nightly basis for individual adults who experience homelessness. The geographic area served is the District of Columbia with housing and shelter opportunities located throughout the District.
	Other Partnering State Agency: DHS cooperates with a variety of District agencies to ensure that its clients receive necessary services. These agencies include the Department of health, the Department of Behavioral Health, Parks and Recreation, D.C. Public Schools, the Office of the State Superintendent of Education, and others as needed.
